Dinner that night was at White Castle — perhaps
most famous for being the country's first fast-food hamburger chain.

Marcia grew up the daughter of a preacher and was adamant that she would never marry a preacher. And she didn’t...
but some years after they wed, Bob did become a preacher. But surely with Marcia’s okay, for now so many years later
she is still married to that preacher... a very special one. And Matecumbe Methodist is so happy to have these lovebirds
a part of our church family.
